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Foreword

A new type of relations between the European Union and Ukraine was established when the partnership and
cooperation agreement entered into force in 1998. The agreement put new requirements for both sides in many
areas, including for statistics. Statistics have a double role in this agreement. Firstly, it has to serve policy areas
with data thus building the ground for sound decisions and monitoring of progress. Secondly, it is also men-
tioned in a separate chapter of the agreement. That is why Eurostat, the Statistical Office of the European
Community enlarged its co-operation with the State Statistical Committee (SSC) of Ukraine and intensified rela-
tions with it since then supported by the Tacis programme.

After all these years of successful co-operation between Eurostat and the State Statistical Committee of Ukraine
it is the right time to present the results of this co-operation to a wider public. Co-operation has evolved over the
years. Whereas it consisted mainly of transfer of know-how, seminars and consultations at the very beginning of
our working together it has moved towards the implementation of international standards and methodology and
more recently to the support of data collection and dissemination.

The present publication provides some general information on EU Member States and Ukraine and an extract of
some key documents: the partnership and cooperation agreement between EU and Ukraine, and the memoran-
dum of understanding between Eurostat and SSCU on the exchange of statistical data. In the core part of this
publication the reader will find data for a number of key areas covering the 15 EU countries and Ukraine as well
as the relevant methodological explanations. The unique feature of this publication is that it contains the method-
ology of both the EU and Ukraine so that users can easily find out to which extent methodologies and data are
comparable. The Tacis project on data exchange launched to collect all this information required enormous
efforts on both sides but has enabled the publishers to put together such a comprehensive publication. Sincerest
thanks should therefore, be expressed to the project staff in the SSC of Ukraine and in the EU.

We hope that the publication will receive the attention it deserves and are confident that it will contribute to a bet-
ter understanding of the development ongoing in the European Union and in Ukraine.

This publication comes from Eurostat, the Statistical
Office of the European Communities. The data present-
ed in this publication are mainly provided by the State
Statistical Committee of Ukraine and Eurostat. The aim
has been to present statistics from the point of view of
the user rather than the producer, therefore some figures
come from other producer of statistics. In such cases the
source is mentioned.

The choice of data as well as the presentation of tables
and charts does not necessarily reflect the official opin-
ions of the European Commisssion.

Most data are in time series covering the years 1995 to
2000. Data are complemented by methodological notes,
providing for each indicator a definition as well as infor-
mation concerning the way data is collected. As Ukraine
has started in recent years adopting international norms
and standards, it is specified whether or not data are
comparable.

All values and the calculations made on the basis of
these values (percentages, growth rates) have been
rounded, usually to the first decimal point. The sum of
the individuals values (or percentages) may differ slight-
ly from the total value (or from 100%).

All data in value are expressed in ecu/eur. Ukrainian data
valued in the national currency or in USD have been con-
verted using the official exchange rates set out in the
chapter 'Finance' (see page 79) of this publication.

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Statistical cooperation between EU
Member States and Ukraine

Cooperation in the field of statistics between EU
Members States and Ukraine is regulated by the part-
nership and cooperation agreement (PCA) that was
signed on 16 June 1994 in Luxembourg between the
European Union and Ukraine and came into force in
March 1998 and created the basis for the development
of mutually beneficial economic, social, financial, scien-
tific and cultural cooperation with EU countries.

Article 77 of the PCA determines that co-operation in this
area shall have as its aim the development of an efficient
statistical system to provide reliable statistics needed to
support and monitor the process of economic reform
and contribute to the development of private business in
Ukraine.

The parties, in particular, shall cooperate in the following
fields:

* adaptation of the Ukrainian statistical system to inter-
national methods, standards and classifications;

» exchange of statistical information;
* provision of necessary statistical macro- and micro-
economic information to implement and manage eco-

nomic reforms.

The Community shall contribute to this end by rendering
technical assistance to Ukraine.

Taking into account the partnership and cooperation
agreement between the Ukraine and European Union

* to provide the European institutions and the govern-
ments of the Member States with the information
required for forming, monitoring and evaluating the
economic relations between the European Union and
Ukraine and to make statistics on Ukraine available to
the general public, to business and other economic
and social operators within the European Union coun-
tries;

to provide Ukrainian institutions and the governmental
authorities of Ukraine with the information required for
forming, monitoring and evaluating the economic rela-
tions between the Ukraine and European Union and to
make statistics on the European Union available to the
general public, to business and other economic and
social operators in Ukraine.

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General

Data presented come from official sources of Ukraine
and the European Union Member States. EU-15 popula-
tion statistics are supplied by the national system for reg-
istration. In most countries, data are centralised by the
Ministry of the Interior. In Ukraine, data concerning natu-
ral movement of population are provided by the registry
offices, within the system of the Ministry of Justice.

In the EU-15 as well as in Ukraine, population statistics
cover the resident population, i.e. nationals and non-
nationals habitually resident in the country concerned.
Demographic events not taking place on the territory are
not brought into national statistics.

EU-15 data are based on events which took place during
the year, unlike Ukrainian data which are related to
events registered during the year.

The lack of uniform definition concerning the age, may
lead to some variations in the data presented. Two defi-
nitions of age are used, the first one called the ‘age
reached’ consists of collecting the date of birth. The sec-
ond one, the ‘age last birthday’ consists of collecting the
age in full years. The choice for one or another definition
leads to significant differences since the age expressed
in terms of ‘age last birthday’ is likely to be around half a
year more than the one evaluated according to the ‘age
reached’ definition.

EU countries, annual estimates of population are based
either on the most recent census round of 1990/91,
applying the component method, or on the data extract-
ed from a population register. Most countries made their
estimates either on 1 January or 31 December. A number
of countries make post facto amendments to their esti-
mates following a census.

Ukraine follows the same methodology, calculations are
made on 1 January and the average annual value is
determined as a simple average. Post facto amendments
are made to the annual estimates following a census.
The last census was in 1989; the next one will be in 2001.

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Crude marriage and divorce rates

Crude marriage and divorce rates are the ratios of the
total number of marriages and divorces in a given calen-
dar year to the average population in a given period.

Concerning marriages, EU countries offer differing situa-
tions, some countries recognised only civil marriage
while others considered a church marriage as valid (%). In
Ukraine, only civil marriage, enacted in the State registry
offices, is recognised.

As regards the crude divorce rate, given the differences
among countries’ divorce laws, within EU countries as
well as with Ukraine, data comparison of divorce
requires great circumspection.

In Ukraine, dissolution of a marriage is enacted both in
courts and in registry offices. A marriage is considered to
be dissolved from the moment of recording dissolution
by any of the spouses in a registry office.

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General

Labour statistics derive from labour force surveys
(LFS), whose objective is to provide a description of
the population of working-age. Concepts and defini-
tions used remained essentially those adopted by the
13th International Conference of Labour Statisticians
in 1982 ().

The Ukrainian LFS has been revised in 1999 and is now
closely harmonised with the international and EU stan-
dard methods and definitions. Due to these changes,
data for the 1995-98 period are not comparable with
those starting from 1999. This is the case because, dur-
ing the 1995-98 period the LFS was carried out yearly,
whereas since 1999, it has been conducted on a quar-
terly basis. Moreover, the reference period changed,
data for 1995-97 refer to October, while data for 1998
refer to November.

Scope of the survey: LFS are household surveys, cov-
ering the resident population aged 15 years and above,
and living in private households. This comprises all per-
sons living in the households surveyed during the refer-
ence week, and those persons absent from the house-
hold for short periods due to studies, holidays, illness,
business trips, etc.

The age group surveyed are respectively 15 to 70 years
in Ukraine, and 15 to 64 years in European countries.
LFS cover the whole area of the country (3).

Reference period: Labour force characteristics of inter-
viewed persons refer to their activities within a defined
reference week. The reference weeks used in the various
Member States correspond in general to the second cal-
endar quarter of the year (3).

From 1999 onwards, the Ukrainian LFS is carried out
quarterly during the last month of the quarter under
report (i.e. March, June, September, December).

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Reliability: Regarding EU data, the sampling plan shall
guarantee that for characteristics relating to 5% of the
population of working age the relative standard error at
NUTS 2 level (or equivalent) does not exceed 8%. For
Ukrainian data, standard errors are calculated and pub-
lished for quarters and annual averages by sex, age,
rural/urban area and by region. For instance, in 1999 the
coefficient of variation for the employment rate was 1.1%,
2.5% for the unemployment rate and 1.3% for the rate of
economically inactive.

The definition of LFS divides the population of working
age into three mutually exclusive and exhaustive cate-
gories: persons in employment, unemployed persons
and inactive persons.

Employed population

EU-15, persons in employment are those who work for
pay or profit for at least one hour during the reference
week or, if they did not work, had jobs from which they
were temporarily absent. Family workers are included
but not persons on lay-off.

In the Ukrainian context, the category employed corre-
sponds to people engaged in the production of goods
and services according to the definitions and classifica-
tions of the system of national accounts (*). Employed
gather persons who have, during the reference period,
worked :

¢ at least one hour for remuneration either for hire or
independently;

* at least 30 hours on a private household farm (allot-
ment) with the aim of partial or complete production
for the market or as unpaid family workers;

* persons who were not working but had jobs from
which they were temporarily absent.

EU-15, the category ‘employed’ comprises ‘paid
employment’ (either ‘at work’ or ‘with a job but not at
work’) and ‘self-employment’ (i.e. either ‘at work’ or ‘with
an enterprise but not at work’).

In Ukraine, paid employment includes those employees
who work on the basis of a written (or oral) employment
contract providing for basic compensation (in cash or in
kind). Data take account of the persons, who are
employed, full-time or part-time, or do not have work, but
are temporarily absent.

Data are presented by NACE branches. EU statistics are
broken down by NACE-Rev.1’s major selection of activi-
ty. Ukrainian statistics are based on the State classifica-
tion ‘Classification of economic activities’ which is fully
harmonised with the NACE Rev.1 classification.

Persons who had a job to start later are also categorised
as unemployed. The Ukrainian definition closely follows
the one adopted by Eurostat.

GDP is calculated in accordance with a system of nation-
al accounts which consists of a coherent set of detailed
tables and accounts which reveal various aggregates.

EU Member States, data follows the third edition of the
European system of national accounts (ESA-95), which
is the Union version of the United Nations system of
national accounts (SNA).

In Ukraine, the State Statistics Committee of Ukraine
(SSCU) compiles the system of national accounts of
Ukraine and the annual input—-output tables according to
the 1993 system of national accounts (SNA 93) of the
United Nations. Data are valued in national currency;
they have been converted in ECU/EUR on the basis of
official exchange rates provided by the SSCU (see
Chapter ‘Finance’).

SNA and ESA methodology refers to the same concepts
and definitions, thus allowing for data comparability.

GDP

The gross domestic product, which is one of the vital
national accounts aggregates, represents in a concise
form the activities of economic operators within a given
economic territory. It corresponds to the cash value of all
goods and services produced by economic units within
a given period, usually a year, less the value of interme-
diate goods used in the production process, less taxes
minus subsidies on products, less the financial interme-
diation services indirectly measured.

GDP at current prices, represents the final result of the
production activity of resident producer units. It corre-
sponds to the economy’s output of goods and services
less intermediate consumption, plus VAT on products
and net taxes (i.e. taxes less subsidies) linked to imports.

GDP per capita at current prices is obtained by divid-
ing GDP at current prices by the population. GDP per
capita is one of the essential indicators for macroeco-
nomic analysis and for comparison both in time (assess-
ment of growth) and space (international comparison of
a country’s production capacity).

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Volume indices of GDP at constant prices

GDP is measured at constant prices to avoid the effect of
increases (or decreases) caused by rising (or falling)
prices.

The index base year for EU data is 1990, while in Ukraine
the index is based on the prices of the previous year.
Therefore Ukrainian data do not constitute a time series
and cannot be compared over time, nor can they be
compared to European figures.

EU countries, volume and price indices come from
national data, expressed in national currency. Volume
indices are calculated by dividing the series at constant
prices by its own value of the base year (1990), the result
is multiplied by 100. The EUR volume and value indices,
for each aggregate and for the year t, are chain indices
of the countries’ indices (Laspeyres) weighted with the
value of the aggregate at current prices of the year

- 1).

In Ukraine, the main data sources for a large number of
industries are data on indices of physical volumes of pro-
duction (available at detailed commodity levels) that are
revalued at previous year’s prices.

Information on index of physical volumes of production
are obtained from indices calculated for industrial pro-
duction, construction, agriculture, fishery, forestry, trans-
portation and roads, trade and public catering and inven-
tory.

For sectors such as housing, culture and arts, education,
health protection, physical culture and social protection,
administration and defence, the market value of produc-
tion is deflated using various price indices. Their output
is split into market and non-market sectors. The market
output is deflated using price indices for market services,
and the non-market one is extrapolated with the use of
rates of increase (decrease) of the number of employ-
ees. When recalculating to constant prices the output of
other industries, information on the rates of
increase/decrease in the average number of employees
or the time worked in these industries is used.

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Il. — Structure of expenditure

Three different approaches can be used to calculate
and present GDP: based on production, income and
expenditure (final use). This section set outs the
analysis by final uses. In this approach, GDP equals
the sum of final consumption, gross fixed capital for-
mation, changes in stocks and net exports of goods
and services.

Final consumption expenditure is composed of
private consumption and public consumption. Private
final consumption expenditure corresponds to
expenditure of households and non-profit institutions
serving households (NPISH). Public consumption
refers to final consumption expenditure of general
government.

Final consumption expenditure
of households and NPISH

For EU countries, according to ESA-95, final con-
sumption expenditure consists of expenditure incurred
by resident institutional units on goods or services that
are used for the direct satisfaction of individual needs
or wants or the collective needs of members of the
community.

In Ukraine, final consumption expenditure of households
includes the purchase of consumer goods and services,
the products made by households for own consumption
and the value of goods and services obtained as com-
pensation in kind. Expenditure is measured, using busi-
ness reporting on sales of goods, disposal of agricultur-
al products, tax inspector data and households budget
survey. Data on households expenditure include expert
assessment of informal trade and selected services.

Final consumption expenditure by NPISH in Ukraine
covers expenditure by public organisations (political
parties, trade unions, religious societies, etc.) and sub-
sidiaries of non-financial corporations providing cultur-
al and social services to households. Data are derived
from financial statements of enterprises and public
institutions. Resources of non-profit institutions are
mainly composed of voluntary contributions. The
source of information for incomes estimation of political
parties and trade unions is the special surveys and for
religious establishments — expert estimates. It is nec-
essary to delineate a special type of NPISH, order to
isolate social and cultural divisions of enterprises
(maintained on the account of the primary activity of the
enterprise), which deliver non-market services to the
enterprise employees (e.g. housing, medical, etc.). The
source of information for those divisions is the

Final consumption expenditure of general
government

For EU Member States, government final consumption
gathers two categories of expenditures: the value of
goods and services produced by general government
itself (other than own-account capital formation), and
sales and purchases by general government of goods
and services produced by market producers that are
supplied to households (without any transformation) as
social transfers in kind.

In Ukraine, government final consumption comprises
expenditure for selected goods and services provided
for households free of charge or at prices which are not
economically significant and general services rendered
to the whole nation. Such expenditures are financed
from the central and local budgets, budget-earmarked
funds and extra-budget funds. Data are obtained direct-
ly from government units or using the statements on the
State budget execution prepared by the State Treasury
of Ukraine and special reporting for data on non-budget
sources.

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Gross capital formation

Gross capital formation consists of gross fixed capital
formation, changes in inventories and acquisitions less
disposals of valuables. Gross capital formation means
gross of consumption of fixed capital.

Gross fixed capital formation: For EU countries it con-
sists of resident producers' acquisitions, less disposals,
of fixed assets during a given period plus certain addi-
tions to the value of non-produced assets realised by the
productive activity of producer or institutional units.

Ukraine, it refers to resident units' investment in fixed
assets aimed at generating future income streams by
means of operating new fixed assets for a period longer
than one year. It also includes the value of all services
relevant to the purchase. The source of information are
the special statistical enterprise surveys and the data of
the State budget.

Change in inventories including valuables: For EU
countries, it is measured by the value of entries less the
value of withdrawals and the value of any recurrent loss-
es of goods held in inventories.

In Ukraine, change in inventories covers changes in
material and supplies, work in progress, finished goods
and goods for resale. The accounting balance sheets of
enterprises are applied to calculate the change.

Acquisitions less disposals of valuable assets are the
value of acquisitions less disposals of assets that were
acquired as a store of value such as precious metals and
stones, antiquary items, etc. Their value is determined
from statistical surveys on trade enterprises.

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Imports and exports of goods
and services

Imports and exports of goods and services consist of
transactions in goods and services (sales, barter, gifts or
grants) from non-residents to residents (imports) and
from residents to non-residents (exports).

In Ukraine, data on import and export of goods and serv-
ices are directly taken from the balance of payments
statement compiled by the National Bank of Ukraine
(NBU).

The main data sources for exports and imports of goods
are customs' clearance forms completed by importers
and exporters that are collected and compiled by the
State Customs Committee of Ukraine. Data on interna-
tional trade in services are compiled using the interna-
tional transactions reporting system used by the NBU to
compile balance of payments. In some instances, survey
forms collected by the SSCU supplement these data.

General

For EU countries, in the ESA methodology used for
data, the economy is broken down in different ways
for different purposes. For the detailed analysis of the
production and use of goods and services, the econ-
omy is split into ‘branches’ which are groups of
homogeneous units of production each engaged in a
single activity. The basic classification NACE-CLIO,
which is used to build the input-output tables, is used
to detail the aggregates by branch (NACE-CLIO R25
with 25 branches and seven totals) and by investment
product (NACE-CLIO RI7 with seven products and
three totals).

Ukrainian production accounts are prepared accord-
ing to the SNA-93 and ESA-95 standards. They are
available for the general economy, by institutional
sectors, and by industries. The resource part shows
the values, in basic prices, of the goods and services
produced, identifying market and non-market output.
The use part shows intermediate consumption of
goods and services. Data are broken down according
to the classification of national economy branches,
which differs from the NACE classification. Annual
data for ‘Manufacturing’ (NACE Branch D) and
‘Electricity, gas and water supply’ (NACE Branch E)
have been estimated using input—output tables. Data
for ‘Agriculture, hunting, forestry and fishing’ include
hunting since 1998. Starting from 2001 the annual
and quarterly GDP will be compiled according to the
classification of economic activities, which is har-
monised with the NACE classification.

Data collection

For EU countries, national accounts data related to
branches, are collected annually from countries by
means of standardised questionnaires 12 to 15
months after the end of the year. As information pro-
vided by some Member States are not detailed
enough, particularly for the most recent years.
Eurostat attempts to produce estimates for the miss-
ing data. The general principle used is to seek out
comparable and recent information and apply the
trends observed in these data to the incomplete
series. If not possible, estimates are based on other
harmonised economic aggregates. In some cases,
estimates are done ‘mechanically’ (based on propor-
tions, etc).

For Ukraine, due to the current weaknesses of the

administrative business register currently used, infor-
mation obtained from enterprises are a mixture of

For industrial production, data are available on output
by enterprises, while the following information is used
for other industries:

« forestry: works (services) by enterprises involved in
forestry;

construction: volume of construction and assem-
bling works by construction enterprises, volumes of
major and minor renovations by constructing and
renovating companies, and relevant contracted
businesses;

transportation: figures come from statistic forms
that disclose the data by types of transportation:
railway, water, automobile, air transports, pipelines
and electric transport.

Apart from the above indicators, SSCU also applies
data on earnings from sales of goods and services,
data from the National Bank of Ukraine and commer-
cial banking, and special statistical forms on insur-
ance institutions. Informal activities in the non-finan-
cial sector are measured based on the hidden vol-
umes of production in food and light industries. For
construction industry, the adjustments are made with
account for individual construction of housing, coun-
try houses and garages. Housing services are adjust-
ed with regard to private household dwellings.
Services paid by the population are adjusted using
information given by enterprise and employers.

Definition

For EU Member States, figures presented are produced
ac-cording to the European system of integrated eco-
nomic accounts (ESA-79). The central government is
one of the three subsectors (with local government and
social security funds) of the general government sector.
Central government includes the administrative depart-
ments of the State and other central agencies whose
competence extends over the whole economic territory,
except for the administration of social security funds.

ESA states specific rules for the sector.

Accounting transactions

ESA states that where an institutional unit carries out
transactions involving redistribution of income or finan-
cial transactions on behalf of another institutional unit,
these transactions should be shown once only, in the
accounts of the latter.

The application of this rule needs to be clarified in the
case of taxes and investment.

Tax receipts by receiving subsectors: Taxes are re-
corded as resources of the subsector which receives
them: central government, local government, social se-
curity funds and institutions of the European Communi-
ties.

Taxes are allocated to the particular subsector in which
the final recipient is classed; this is not necessarily the
same as the institution which collects the tax. Thus,
where a public body (e.g. the central government) col-
lects taxes, a fixed percentage of which must automati-
cally be passed on to another public body (e.g. a local
government), these transactions should be treated as
transactions on behalf of another institutional unit. Ac-
cordingly, that amount of the tax corresponding to the
share of the other public body is recorded among the tax
receipts of that body and not as a current transfer within
general government.

This treatment is the only real solution possible in cases
where taxes are levied in the form of a surtax on a cen-
tral government tax, and where local government au-
thorities are, within precise limits set by the central gov-
ernment, free to determine the rate or the amount of the
surtax.

The tax resources of each subsector include, there-

fore, not only its own taxes but also the share of the
taxes of other subsectors which it receives automati-

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cally. This treatment is applied systematically to taxes
collected by central government agencies on behalf of
local government authorities and on behalf of the insti-
tutions of the European Communities. As regards the
latter, their own tax resources include a levy on coal
and steel enter-prises, agricultural levies, sugar contri-
bution and part of the customs duties, and from 1977
on the co-responsibility levy (on milk, cereals and
sheep meat) as well as on the VAT allocated to the
Community institutions, starting in 1979.

Only those tax receipts which the collecting government
agency must automatically pass on to the receiving sub-
sector are recorded among the latter's resources. This
excludes transfers of resources to local government au-
thorities financed from unspecified central government
tax receipts. These transfers are not linked to any par-
ticular tax category and are not made automatically but
mainly through certain funds (provincial or local author-
ity funds) and on the basis of conventional formulae
determined by central government.

Investment by ownership subsector: Investment cov-
ers the creation or acquisition of fixed assets (treated in
the national accounts as gross fixed capital formation)
and net purchases of land and intangible assets (shown
as such in the national accounts).

Where investment is carried out by an institutional unit of
the sector for the account of another unit which acquires
ownership of the investment carried out, the investment
expenditure is recorded in the capital account of the unit
acquiring ownership, together with the corresponding
investment grant paid into its capital account.

If the beneficiary contributes to the financing of the
investment, the investment grant received by the
beneficiary is the difference between the total value
of the investment and the amount of the beneficiary's
contribution.

Rules of consolidation

Consolidation of a transaction means that the transac-
tion is eliminated under uses and resources from the
accounts of two units belonging to the same sector or
subsector.

These principles are applied to the non-financial trans-
action of the general government sector in the ESA in
the following manner.

* Taxes linked to production and imports paid by gen-
eral government and subsidies received by general
government or its subsectors are not consolidated, as
the two counterparts of these transactions are record-
ed in different accounts.

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In order to make data more comparable with European
figures, the Ukrainian Ministry of Finance carried out a
number of adjustments on the consolidated central
budget data that are officially published. For this reason,
some officially published data may not match with data
presented here.

Starting in 1998, the consolidated central budget data
are more closely related to the methodological concepts
of Eurostat. One of the most important adjustments is
the exclusion of privatisation receipts from the budget
revenue data, while they are included in budget reve-
nues officially published. This adjustment eliminates the
largest methodological difference between EU and
Ukrainian methodologies.

The activities of government organs are taken into ac-
count on a consolidated basis. The consolidated report-
ing does not include transfers between levels of gov-
ernment (either payments or receipts). The State budg-
et is taken from a part of the national taxes, other obliga-
tory payments with the indicating rates and privileges.

The State budget of Ukraine can transfer to local gov-
ernment bodies a part of its income using a percentage
of national tax collections, dues and obligatory pay-
ments, which are going to specific territories and subsi-
dies, subventions and grants.

Budget revenues includes all taxes, non-tax revenues
and other revenues on an irrevocable basis, including
transfers, gifts, grants.

Budget expenditures are defined as unrequited State
payments, i.e. those payments not creating or compen-
sating financial claims. Expenditures may be assigned
both to current needs or to fixed capital expenditures.
They are either used in exchange for of goods or ser-
vices, or unrequited (unilateral). Expenditure does not
include outlays associated with the principal repayment
of State debts, which are classified as financing the gov-
ernment budget.

Data are presented in euro according to the official ex-
change rates of hryvnia per 1 euro presented in the next
section (see page 79). Given that the hryvnia replaced
the karbovanets in 1996, on the basis of 100 000 to 1,
data set out in this chapter cover the period 1996 to
2000.

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Il. — Short-term interest rates

EU Member States and Ukraine compiled different indi-
cators. Although those rates cannot be compared, they
are presented hereafter for information purposes.

EU Member States, two indicators are used: the day-to-
day money rates and the three-month Treasury bill
yields. Ukraine, data are related to deposit and credit
interest rates.

EU: day-to-day money rates

This rate denotes the overnight inter-bank lending rate.
This rate is a good indicator of the general level of the
short-term market interest rates, since it reacts very
quickly to changes in market conditions and is a deter-
minant of other short-term interest rates. The day-to-day
money rate is largely determined by the level of central
bank interest rates, the most important of which is often
the discount rate, although the central banks are in-
creasingly using a range of money-market management
techniques. Central bank interest rates refer to the rates
at which, under certain conditions, a central bank will
lend to financial institutions. Figures are current price
data deflated by the change in prices, they generally are
period average.

EU: three-month Treasury bill yields

The yield on bonds refers to the yield at maturity, and
varies inversely with the price of the bond (a rise in
the price leads to a fall in the yield). Data are current
price deflated by the change in prices, and are peri-
od aver-age.

Ukraine: deposit and lending rates

The National Bank of Ukraine develops monetary and
banking statistics on the basis of the accounting data,
maintained by the NBU and commercial banks. The
methodology of calculating the indicators of monetary
and banking statistics mainly corresponds to that of the
International Monetary Fund.

For EU Member States, daily exchange rates are avail-
able for the ecu (until 31 December 1998) and euro (from
4 January 1999), against a large number of currencies.
The ecu was replaced by the euro at a rate of 1:1. Since
January 1999, the currencies of the euro-zone became
components of the euro at irrevocably fixed rates of con-
version (including the Greek drachma from 1 January
2001).

For Ukraine, data refer to the official exchange rate of
hryvna per 1 euro, average of period. The official
exchange rate of hryvna to euro is set by the National
Bank of Ukraine and is defined through the exchange
cross-rate of euro to US dollar, fixed by the European
Central Bank.

In September 1996, the karbovanets was replaced by
the hryvnia on the basis of 100 000 to 1, the exchange
rate to US dollar was set at USD 1 = UAH 1.76. Data pre-
vious to 1996 are reported in karbovanets and not con-
verted into hryvnia.

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IV. — Balance of payments

Balance of payments statistics record all economic
transactions undertaken between the residents and the
non-residents of a country or geographical region during
a given period.

A transaction is defined as an economic flow that reflects
the creation, transformation, exchange, transfer, or
extinction of an economic value and involves changes in
ownership of goods and/or financial assets, the provi-
sion of services, or the provision of labour and capital.

Balance of payments accounts are constructed on a dou-
ble-entry accounting system, so that every transaction is
recorded in two accounts, once as a credit and once as a
debit. This approach has a very simple economic inter-
pretation: the majority of economic transactions involves
the exchange of economic values. When some economic
values are provided on a non-reimbursable basis, a spe-
cial entry called a ‘transfer’ is applied.

For Ukraine, the balance of payments is compiled by the
National Bank of Ukraine, according to an international
transactions reporting system (ITRS), which is supple-
mented by a survey-based system developed by the
SSC ("), and by customs data. The ITRS compilation sys-
tem was introduced in January 1993. Under this system,
two categories of respondents are obliged to report to
the NBU, on a monthly basis:

e domestic banks that undertake international transac-
tions both for their own accounts and on behalf of their
customers;

* resident enterprises that have opened foreign
accounts outside the domestic banking system.

The ITRS is a closed reporting system, in which opening
balances of the non-resident accounts, gross movements
(credits and debits) in the required details, and closing
balances of the accounts are reported. Transactions are
reported in the original currency, in aggregated and coded
form. The NBU converts the data to USD equivalents
using monthly average exchange rates, which are based
on the interbank exchange rate. At present, the balance of
payments is compiled on a quarterly basis.

Both the European Union and Ukraine follow the BPM5
(3 for the definition of the items of the balance of pay-
ments. According to the BPM5 the balance is divided
into two broad sub-balances: the current account and
the capital and financial account.

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Current account balance

The current account encompasses four basic compo-
nents: goods, services, income and current transfers.

Goods, cover general merchandise, non-monetary
gold and, since the implementation of BPM5, goods
for processing, repairs on goods and goods procured
in ports by carriers. Exports and imports are valued
free on board (fob), unlike external trade statistics
where imports are valued on a cost, insurance, freight
(cif) basis.

The main source of data is the customs statistics,
they are supplemented by estimates as regards the
‘shuttle trade’, i.e. goods transported by individual
travellers. Thus, trade in goods shown in balance of
payments will differ from foreign trade statistics,
which do not include freight and coverage adjust-
ment.

Data on repairs of goods and goods procured in
ports by carriers are obtained from SSC reporting
forms on the exports and imports of goods and serv-
ices. Data on goods for processing are obtained from
customs declarations.

Services, cover transportation, travel, and other serv-
ices.

Transportation includes passenger, freight and other
services by sea, air and other types of transport. The
main sources of data are banking reports and SSC
surveys on transportation companies. However, cov-
erage is incomplete, and it is necessary to estimate
missing information, especially for the debit entries.

Travel covers primarily the goods and services
acquired from an economy by travellers during visits
of less than one year to that economy. Figures are
obtained by combining information derived from an
SSC reporting, provided by tourist firms and hotels,
as well as banking reports on the purchase/sale of
foreign currency and travellers' cheques.

Other services cover communications, construction,
insurance, financial, computer and information, royal-
ties and licence fees, other business services, per-
sonal, cultural and recreational services and finally
government services n.i.e.

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Data derive from monthly banking surveys which pro-
vide information on receipts and payments, and from
the SSC quarterly survey. For government services
n.i.e., money transfers to Ukrainian embassies abroad
and to foreign embassies in Ukraine are provided by the
Ministry of Finance.

Income, consists of compensation of employees and
investment income.

Compensation of employees records wages, salaries
and other benefits, earned by non-resident individuals
for work performed for economic units abroad (border
and seasonal workers, employees of international
organisations, etc.).

Investment income consists of dividends from direct and
portfolio investments, interests payable during the refer-
ence period on the capital attracted. So, it presumes not
only the actually paid interest, but also accomplishment
of the schedule of respective payments. Investment
income is recorded on a due-for-payment basis.
Information is provided by the Ministry of Finance, the
Eximbank, and commercial banks reports on long-term
loans. Data for direct investment (including reinvested
earnings), come from a quarterly SSC survey on direct
investment enterprises resident in Ukraine.

Current transfers, cover uncompensated transfers of
tangible and financial valuables to the residents from
abroad.

Capital and financial account

BPM5 defines this account as showing the financing
(generally by way of capital transfers or transactions in
financial instruments) of real resource flows recorded
under the heading of current transactions (debt remis-
sion, migrant's transfers, currency for a share portfolio,
the granting of a trade credit to a foreign importer, etc.).

Capital account, covers all transactions that involve the
receipt or payment of capital transfers (debt remission,
migrant's transfers, etc.) and the acquisition and dis-
posal of non-produced, non-financial assets, which
includes transactions associated with tangible assets
(e.g. land and subsoil assets) and transactions associ-
ated with intangible assets (e.g. patents, copyrights,
trademarks, franchises, etc.).

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The Ministry of Finance provides information on debt
forgiveness. Migrants' transfers are recorded by the
banking survey, which refer primarily to foreign curren-
cies brought into/from Ukraine by migrants.

Financial account, records transactions with assets
and liabilities of residents in relation to the non-resi-
dents, and contains four accounts differentiated by
functional form: direct investment, portfolio investment,
other investment and reserve assets.

Note that for all items in the financial account, increases
in a country's financial assets held abroad and decreas-
es in liabilities are shown as negative and decreases in
assets and increases in liabilities are shown as positive.
A minus sign therefore represents an increase in reserve
assets and conversely, a plus sign represents a fall in
reserve assets.

Direct investment is classified primarily on a directional
basis: resident direct investment abroad and non-resi-
dent direct investment in the reporting economy. Within
this classification, the BPM5 distinguishes between
three main components: equity capital, reinvested earn-
ings and other capital.

Data are collected through quarterly and annual enter-
prise surveys. Non-residents must register their inten-
tions to invest, and the MOS monitors the enterprises
listed as recipients of direct investment inflows. These
enterprises are required to report the actual investment
received.

In addition, there is a special form on direct investments,
provided by commercial banks. This form reflects
movements of capital in the form of direct investments
by kinds of capital investment. A breakdown by sectors
of economy. These data are comparable to the ITRS
data.

Portfolio investments records the transactions in nego-
tiable securities except those registered in direct invest-
ment and reserves assets. The assets and liabilities of
this account are broken down by equity securities
bonds and notes, money market instruments and finan-
cial derivatives.

For portfolio investment accounting, a reporting form
delivered to the NBU by commercial banks is used. This
form reflects the capital movement in the form of portfo-
lio investments by kinds of capital investments in secu-
rities with breakdown by economic sectors.

The ITRS data serve as an additional source of infor-
mation.

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Other Investment, all transactions which are not classi-
fied with direct, portfolio and reserves assets are reflect-
ed in this item. Other investment is first classified into
assets and liabilities and into four types of instruments:
trade credits, loans, currency and deposits, other assets
and other liabilities.

Data on external liabilities on long-term loans are
received by the NBU from the Ministry of Finance by the
loans, guaranteed by the government, and from com-
mercial banks by non-guaranteed loans. The reporting
form contains data on debt outstanding at the beginning
of the reference period on the principal amount and
interest, obtaining of credits and accrued interest, settle-
ment of credits and payment of interest according to the
schedule. The information is breakdown by creditors.

Data on short-term assets and liabilities relating to the
category of other investment, such as trade credits, inter-
bank credits, balances on correspondent accounts and
deposits are received on the basis of ITRS and statistical
reports of the SSC on receivables and payables.

Reserve assets comprise assets regarded by the mone-
tary and credit authorities of a country as assets which
might be used to offset the balance of payments and in
some cases used for other purposes.

The balance sheet of the NBU is the source of these
data. The entries reflect changes in the monetary gold
and foreign exchange holdings of the NBU. These
changes are initially obtained as differences in amounts
outstanding; then valuation changes are eliminated. The
reserve assets of the NBU do not include NBU's holdings
of foreign exchange with resident banks.

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General

EU-15 data come from the tabular data bank (BDT) of the
Eurofarm system. Farm structure surveys are carried out
every two years, and every 10 years an agricultural cen-
sus is conducted. These surveys aim at providing reli-
able data on farm structure in EU-15, particularly as
regards land use, breeding and labour force.

The sample includes holdings with:
* a utilised agricultural area of 1 ha or more;

* a utilised agricultural area less than 1 ha if they market
produce on a certain scale or if their production units
exceed certain natural thresholds.

Ukrainian methodologies developed for agricultural sta-
tistics are not harmonised enough with EU standards to
allow for full comparability. Nevertheless, SSC Ukraine is
orienting its methodology on data collection and proc-
essing toward EU standards.

Statistical data, presented in this publication, reflect the
manufacturing of agricultural production at both agricultur-
al enterprises and at household farms (kitchen gardens,
gardens) irrespective of their size, specialisation, etc.

Information on the agricultural enterprises is obtained
through an annual comprehensive recording, and for
household farms — on the basis of periodic thematic
censuses and sample surveys.

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|l. — Land area by land use

For EU Member States, the classification by land use in
the Eurofarm system broadly follows the United Nations
Economic Commission for Europe (UN-ECE) standard
statistical classification of land use.

In Ukraine, data are based on the UN-ECE classification
and on the national classification of kinds of economic
activities.

Utilised agricultural area for farming corresponds to
the total area used for crop production. It is described as
arable land including temporary grassing and fallow and
green manure, permanent grassland, land under per-
manent crops (e.g. fruit and grapes), crops under glass
and other utilised agricultural areas. The definition
adopted by EU countries and Ukraine is similar.

Arable land is land worked regularly, generally under a
system of crop rotation, which includes fallow land.
Ukrainian definition refers to the lands, worked regularly
for cultivating crops, including perennial grass, fallow
land, greenhouses and hotbed. Hay harvest and grass-
land, as well as crops, cultivated between rows of garden
are excluded.

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Il. — Agricultural production
in volume

Agricultural production statistics come from supply bal-
ance sheets, which include main crops as well as animal
products. Balance sheets can be regarded as the com-
plement, in quantitative terms, to the agricultural
accounts expressed in terms of value, but sub-divided by
product. The distribution in the supply balance sheets is
based on the quantity available for the different cate-
gories of products, these quantities vary from reliable
statistical surveys to mere registration of residual.

In Ukraine, indicators of resource and use accounts
are compiled, taking into consideration re-calculation
of the derived to primary products, the balance being
drawn for.

Balance sheets are based on the following schema:

Resources = uses
Resources = usable production + imports
Uses = domestic uses + changes in stocks
+ exports

EU defines ‘domestic uses’ as follows:

Human consumption + food processing + non-food
industrial uses + Aanimal feed + losses + seeds and
hatching eggs.

Ukraine considers ‘domestic uses’ as:

Consumption + non-food industrial uses + animal and
poultry feed + losses + seeds.

In Ukraine, balances are calculated by main groups of
agricultural products, therefore products of food pro-
cessing are not gathered in one category, but split into
uses, changes in stocks and exports.

In the EU countries as well as in Ukraine, the quantity
available for human consumption includes stock varia-
tion in retail shops and households as well as consump-
tion in canteens and restaurants and all kind of losses in
the three sectors.

As a general rule, volume of production measured for

Ukraine are related to all agricultural holdings, irrespec-
tive of their legal status.

For EU-15, livestock purchases shown here are related
to purchases from non-domestic sources, e.g. imports of
livestock are not regarded as fixed capital. Animal re-
garded at the time of importation as fixed capital assets
are recorded only in the gross formation or fixed capital
account.

For Ukraine, all agricultural domestic animals are consid-
ered, independently of their age, site or purpose of
breeding.

The EU and Ukraine apply the same principles for live-
stock recording. Changes in the volume of stocks of live-
stock are allocated either to fixed capital formation
(grown animals) or to changes in stocks (young fat
stock), de-pending on the type of animals.

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Production of meat

For EU countries, meat production includes meat of
bovine animals, pigs, sheep and goats, horses and poul-
try deemed for human consumption. The supply is
expressed as the gross indigenous production which
corresponds to: total slaughtering + exports — imports.

Ukrainian data reflects sales of all kinds of livestock for
slaughter (both industrial and intra-farm). Gross indige-
nous production does not take into account imports.

The data are shown in carcass weight according to the
EU definition. Definition of unit carcass weights differ
between the EU and Ukraine. For pigs and cattle, EU-15
data correspond to the carcass weight of the slaugh-
tered animal's cold body, after being bled and eviscerat-
ed and after removal of some specific sub-products
(tongue, bristles, hooves, genitalia, flare fat, etc.).
Ukrainian data include slaughter fat and nutritional sub
products of the first and second categories.

Data for EU countries refer to the methodological infor-
mation on Industrial Short Term Indicators (7).

In Ukraine, until December 2000, the production indices
were computed following a methodology which did not
match the European standards. A new method of calcu-
lation, corresponding to European standard, is being
tested, and it is planned to publish it in January 2002.
Therefore Ukrainian data presented in this chapter are
not fully comparable with European statistics.

|. — Industry

Industrial production volume indices
by economic activities

For EU countries, the index of production measures
changes in the volume of the gross value added created
by industry. The branch indices are aggregated by
means of a system of weighting according to gross value
added at factor cost. Yearly indices are adjusted to take
account of the varying number of working days in a
month. Monthly indices are seasonally adjusted.

Ukraine, the production index measures movements in
gross volume of all the goods and services, fabricated in
the sphere of industrial production. It is aggregated by
adding up discrete (monthly) data from enterprises in
comparable prices up to the level of individual industries
(nearly 150 items monthly) and to the industry in gener-
al and their collation, based on the chaining method.
Yearly data are compiled in the same manner. Data on
industrial production index are not seasonally adjusted.

Ukraine and
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Industrial producer price indices

In the EU, the index of producer prices shows (in nation-
al currencies) the changes in the ex-works selling prices
of all products sold on domestic markets of the various
countries. Imports are not included in these price
indices. The Community indices (EU-14, since no price
indices are available for Austria) refer to the overall
weighted price changes. Producer price indices are not
seasonally adjusted. Data refers to the domestic output
price index — gross data.

In Ukraine, industrial producer price indices are com-
puted on the basis of a sample of base enterprises
(more than 2 000). Indices are calculated for the 500
most representative groups of goods, by observing
price movements for 6 000 kinds of goods, manufac-
tured by producers and intended for marketing domes-
tically and abroad (except for defence industry output).
The source of weights is the cost of production at each
level of aggregation: a special kind of good, a group of
goods, a sub-industry, an industry branch, and the total
industry. Substitution of weights is introduced annually
with the help of correction factors. Information on prices
is transmitted on the 20th of each month. The index
base is the last year, thus data comparison across time
cannot be considered.

European indices as well as Ukrainian ones are com-
piled excluding VAT.

Volume index of production

EU Member States, data are related to economic activi-
ties reported under the Section F of the NACE Rev.1 clas-
sification. This section includes site preparation, con-
struction of building or civil engineering works, building
installation and completion work, and renting construc-
tion equipment with operator. It covers construction of
new works as well as repair, maintenance and improve-
ment works.

The production index measures the development of pro-
duction in terms of volume. All the data used for calcu-
lating this variable are indices, in general of the
Laspeyres type. Indices are calculated on the basis of a
weighted arithmetical mean of the various EU countries
indices. Weightings used correspond to the value added
at factor cost, for each country, for the base year of the
index. Data are adjusted by working days.

Ukraine, as already mentioned in the construction pro-
duction index, is computed according to an ‘old’
methodology, which does not correspond to European
standard. Thus, comparability with European indices is
reduced.

The main estimation indicator in the short-term construc-
tion statistics is the monthly change in volume of value of
construction works. Construction works include works
carried out at the sites of new construction, reconstruc-
tion, re-equipment, major overhaul and maintenance of
buildings and constructions.

The volume index of construction output is defined as
the ratio of the value of construction works at current
prices, carried out by the construction companies on
their own, for a certain period to the value of works, per-
formed during the corresponding period of the previous
year, with ensuing deflation by the price index of con-
struction works. Aggregation of data is effected through
summing enterprise data. Data are not adjusted.

For EU-15, the nomenclature used is the classification of
types of constructions (CC), which has been developed
on the basis of the central product classification (CPC-
1991) from the United Nations.

Ukraine, refers to the classification of buildings and con-
structs (CBC) which corresponds to the European stan-
dards.

The Ukrainian definition for house building (apartments,
useful area) corresponds to the European standards.
Dwellings construction statistics take into account hous-
es for permanent residence, including apartment houses
and hostels.

Ukrainian data as well as European data are related to
dwellings completed during the period concerned. The
total number of completions of dwelling houses is reflect-
ed by the total floor space of dwellings completed and
the number of buildings.

In Ukraine, statistics on the number of dwellings com-
pleted were not calculated before 1997.

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l. — Tourism

General

For the EU Member States, tourism statistics lie on the
concept of residency, unlike Ukrainian statistics, which are
based on the concept of nationality. Thus comparison of
data concerning tourist flows have to be considered with
caution.

Tourist flow

The EU Member States tourism statistics are based on the
World Tourist Organisation definitions set out hereafter.

Tourism, is the activity of persons travelling to and stay-
ing in places outside their usual environment for not
more than one consecutive year for leisure, busi-ness
and other purposes.

An arrival (departure), is defined as a person who
arrives at (leaves) a collective accommodation estab-
lishment or at private tourism accommodation and
checks in (out). Statistically there is not much difference
if, instead of arrivals, departures are counted. No age
limit is applied: children are counted as well as adults,
even in the case when the overnight stays of children
might be free of charge. Arrivals are registered by coun-
try of residence of the guest and by month. The arrivals
of non-tourists (e.g. refugees) should be excluded, if
possible. The arrivals of same-day visitors spending only
a few hours during the day (no overnight stay, the date
of arrival and departure are the same) at the establish-
ment are excluded from accommodation statistics.

A tourist, is an international visitor who stays at least one
night in collective accommodation in the country visited.

Although the Ukrainian concept of ‘tourist’ corresponds
to the World Tourist Organisation definition, the data col-
lection process does not permit the isolation of some
categories of travellers not considered as tourists.
Actually, data supplied by the State Committee of Border
Defence Affairs slightly overestimate the number of
tourists, due to the inclusion of one-day visitors as well
as persons departing (arriving) with the purpose of
obtaining earnings. Therefore in order to minimise this
bias, only non-Ukrainian citizens are regarded in the
number of arrivals of tourists. Similarly departures of
tourist abroad, only take into account Ukrainian citizens.

The Ukrainian definition for capacity of hotels agrees
exactly with the Eurostat guideline definition (places in
stationary campsites are included).

The measurement unit for an establishment is its capaci-
ty determined as the number of bed places set up in this
establishment for accommodating people ignoring any
extra beds that may be set up by customer request.

The term bed place applies to a single bed double bed
being counted as two bed places. A bed place is also a
place in a boat on a mooring to accommodate one per-
son. One camping pitch should equal four bed places if
the actual number of bed places is not known.

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Il. — Retail trade

The volume of retail sales or deflated turnover is defined
as the ratio between the indices of sales at current prices
(value indices) and the corresponding price indices
(deflator of sales) which are the prices of goods sold
through retail outlets. For some countries this deflator of
sales can only be approximately estimated.

The total retail sales index corresponds to NACE Rev.152
excluding repair works. Data are adjusted by working
days.

Ukrainian statistics are calculated according to the
European methodology. At the same time the volume of
retail turnover also includes retail sales of vehicles fuel
and restaurant facilities. Data are not adjusted by work-
ing days.

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General

There are two trade systems of recording in common
use by which international merchandise trade statistics
are compiled: the general trade system and the spe-cial
trade system. The general trade is used when the statis-
tical territory of the country coincides with its economic
territory("), the special trade when statistical territory is
only a part of the economic territory, mainly that part
which coincides with a free circulation area of goods.

EU trade statistics are compiled according to the spe-cial
trade system, unlike Ukraine that refers to the general
trade system.

These methodological differences give rise to consid-
erable statistical discrepancies.

Trade systems

Extra-EU trade: ‘Special system’ of external trade ac-
counting, statistics do not include goods placed under a
customs procedure for bonded warehousing or tem-
porary entry (for fairs, exhibitions, tests, etc.) nor do they
include re-export following entry under one of these pro-
cedures.

Ukraine: ‘General system’ of external trade accounting, i.e.
all trade including goods imported into and exported from
customs warehouses and free zones. Therefore imported
goods recorded include goods aimed at the Ukrainian mar-
ket as well as goods, which will be re-exported (without
being processed), such re-exports are not distinguished
from exports of goods produced in Ukraine.

Exclusions

Goods for temporary use, direct transit and tourist
ac-quisitions are excluded. In addition, the Ukrainian
vol-ume of trade does not include the following:

* supplies of Ukrainian goods to the country enclaves
(for military and diplomatic establishments of Ukraine
in the territory of other countries);

* reparation of capital funds.

Charter flights, leasing, transport equipment (fish catching
and other boats, means of transportation, gas and oil drilling
equipment etc., which did not change ownership nor oper-
ate in the territory of a country more than one year) are taken
into account in the foreign trade in services.

(') Statistical territories correspond to custom territories. From
1 January 1997, the statistical territory of France and Spain was
modified to include respectively the French overseas departments
(Guadeloupe, Guyana, Martinique and Réunion) and the Canary
Islands.

Extra-EU trade statistics do not cover imports and
exports whose value is lower than EUR 800 or with a net
mass lower than one tonne.

Ukraine trade statistics do not cover imports and exports
whose value is lower than EUR 200 for physical persons
and USD 100 for legal persons.

Data collection

Extra-EU trade: Single administrative document (SAD)
which is a combined customs and statistical form.

Ukraine: State customs declaration (SCD, which is anal-
ogous to the SAD) and on statistic reporting of enterpris-
es. As a general rule, the declaring party provides statis-
tical information while completing the customs formali-
ties. It also provides information on the goods, subject to
customs declaration and on goods, acquired in ports to
enable functioning of various transportation means,
crewmembers and passengers.

Reference period

Extra-EU trade statistics as well as Ukrainian trade statis-
tics are compiled monthly. The reference period is a
calendar month when the goods are imported or
exported. In practice, information is generally assigned
to the month when a customs authority accepts the
declaration.

Valuation of goods

In both cases the same principles are applied: FOB value
for exports and CIF value for imports.

EU trade statistics set out in this chapter are related to
extra-EU trade. The country classification used is the
geonomenclature.

As the SSC Ukraine do not compile trade statistics
according to the UN standard international trade classifi-
cation (SITC Rev.3), statistics broken down by kind of
commodities are not presented in this chapter.

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Volume and price indices

In EU-15, the main source of data is the Combined No-
menclature (CN), supplied to Eurostat by the Member
States. Indices are of the chained Fisher type, i.e. the
base year is revised each year. For instance the 1999
indices have 1998 as base year, the 2000 indices have
1999 as base year, and so forth. Each index is expressed
in terms of 1995 as reference year

In Ukraine, external trade volume and price indices are
only calculated for 2000, according to a methodology
conformed to the requirements of Eurostat. Data mainly
come from Ukraine customs. Certain commodity codes
are eliminated in the calculation, such as:

* transaction of high value items such as ships and air-
craft where transaction take place infrequently;

» commodity codes with too many missing values.

Annual values and quantities are not the sum of the 12
months because of late returns and corrections, so
annual indices are calculated rather than derived as the
average of the months. Indices are of the Laspeyres
type. The index base year is 1999.
