Structure of supply

Crude oil production in the European Union fell by 4.4% to total 157.3 million
tonnes. Of this amount, the United Kingdom produced only 126.5 million
tonnes compared with 136.9 million in 1999 (down by 7.6%). Denmark,
Europe’s second biggest producer, again recorded a sharp increase in
production (+21.4%) to achieve 17.8 million tonnes.

Extra-EU imports of crude oil rose by 3.8% to 501.5 million tonnes.

As in the past, the European Union’s main suppliers of crude oil were the
countries of the Near and Middle East, although their share of EU imports fell:
from 33.4% in 1999 to 31.1% in 2000. Imports from Africa went up from
21.4% in 1999 to 22.0% in 2000. Norway again increased its share and in
2000 accounted for 22.9% of EU imports (22.5% in 1999).

Imports of petroleum products rose by 6.2% in relation to the previous year
and totalled 212.5 million tonnes in 2000.



Consumption trends

Total deliveries of petroleum products were lower than in 1999 (-1.3%), declining from 550.2 to 543.3 million tonnes.
At Member State level, deliveries increased in Luxembourg (+6.3%), Spain (+2.8%), Greece (+2.8%), the Netherlands
(+1.2%), Belgium (+1.1%) and Ireland (+0.3%) but declined in Finland (-5.3%), Denmark (-4.8%), Sweden (-4.5%), Italy

(-2.4%), Germany (-2.3%), Austria (-2.0%), Portugal (-2.0%), France (-1.8%) and the United Kingdom (-1.7%).

Refining

Refinery input in the European Union rose by 2.4%. At Member State level, there were increases in Greece (+17.6%),
Ireland (+8.9%), Belgium (+6.0%), Sweden (+5.6%), the Netherlands (+5.5%), France (+4.5%), ltaly (+2.2%), Denmark
(+1.8%) and Germany (+1.0%), and falls in Portugal (-8.8%), Austria (-7.5%), Spain (-1.4%), Finland (-1.4%) and the

United Kingdom (-0.1%).
